As of today, the City is in the process of negotisting a Plannipg Funding Agreement with
Sprint Nextel. This agreement would provide funding to the City and its Vendors to enable them
10 assemble a plan and Statement of Work to crable rebending to occwr. A Planning Funding
Agreement 1s Dot a necessary part of rebanding, bul is necessary where licensees and vendors must
expend a significant amount of time in prepaning and planning for rebanding, and cannot
cconomically or tepally perform those tusks withoul & commutment of fundiag.

The City’s Request For Planning Fending was Sfed in June of 2006. Since that ime, the
City and its venders have actively been nepotisting with Sprint Nextel. 1t is our expérience that
larger cities with complex commumications sysienrs and muhtiple agency users ty pically take many
menths 10 reach agreement with Sprint Nextel on planning funding. s is particularly the case
where there are multiple vendors wvoived, as well zs vour proxicily o the scervice arca of
Souwthernt.inc Corrnunicstions, winch necessitates o rore compiicatod bendplan than most of the
restof the country. Thaus, i showld 0ot De swpasip that the £711y hes vet to reach an agrecment with

Sprim Nextel.
